Questions in past tense


	Form questions in past tense with:

DID + INFINITIVE

e.g. 

Did you go to Greece in August?

Why did they take the train to Spain?

What did he buy in Italy?                            There is no third person –s in the past tense!!!!!


	Exceptions (Ausnahmen):
1) There is no DID in questions with WHO (if you ask for the subject):

Who went to Greece in August?

2) There is no DID with the verbs: WAS/WERE, COULD
What was the weather like?
Where were the children?

Why couldn’t he find his ticket?
